What is Outdoor Education?

Outdoor education is…

· the use of experiences in the outdoors for the education and development of the ‘whole person’ (The Outdoor Institute)
· interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary...an approach to achieving the goals and objectives of the curriculum. (Hammerman, Hammerman & Hammerman, 1985)
· a means of curriculum enrichment, whereby the process of learning takes place out of doors. Outdoor education broadly includes environmental education, conservation education, adventure education, school camping, wilderness therapy, and some aspects of outdoor recreation (Lappin, 2000).
· A phenomenon of post-modern Western society; it does not occur (as we currently understand and define it) in Eastern society or in pre-modern Western society because it requires a distancing of civilization from nature in order for “nature” to have novel effects and an “indoorisation” of education in order for “outdoor” to be considered worthy of identification (Neill 2004).
